Kendall both made lasting impressions as 

teachers;  even John the custodian sticks out as he 

was always grumbling about how the kids made 

messes.  Mr. Bowers was the principal.  He was 

known as Mr. Bow-Wow, but not to his face. 

 
    When I attended everyone walked or rode their 

bike to school, we spent a lot of time comparing 

bicycles with each other- trying to decide who 

had the best.  After school we would meet at the 

bike rack to decide where to go after school.  

Many times we would end up at Lassiter's Mill 

behind the school.  At the time there was a store 

and the bridge still existed.  The store was run by 

members of the Lassiter family and they sold 

sparklers, which we all thought was illegal. 
My other connection to the school was through 

my mother who was Dr Root's niece.  She 

referred to him as “Uncle Aldert".  Although I 

never knew him, I grew up hearing a lot of stories 

about him. He was a very brilliant man and did a 

lot for our community at the time.  
Dr. Aldert Root would be very proud of the new 

school being completed and by all the wonderful 

students and teachers who are at Root now.  
Our son Smith Winborne loves going to Root and 

I enjoy going back to my old school to visit him 

and volunteer.
