| am grateful to have this opportunity to write a few
words about Aldert Root and the experiences that |
had there.

| grew up on East Lake Drive and could walk to
Root. I lived next door to Harriet and Lee
Stephenson and Mike and Stuart Beamon, and
across the street from the Ferdons. We would walk
to and from Aldert Root, or beg our folks for rides.

| remember we would cut through Hale High
school, which was pretty small then, and Father
Hale would yell at us.

| remember Ms. Lassiter who ran a small store at
Lassiter Mill where she would sell candy and rent
inner tubes in the summer for kids to float on the
creek. Preppy was very “in” in the late 70’s, along
with addabeads and Izod and pink and green and
leather belts with different buckles you could buy. |
had a gold lion that was my favorite.

My teachers included Ms. Griffith, Ms. A. Brown
and Ms. L. Brown. We did a play in second grade
that was called Homer Henry and Connie Zaytoun
and | had the starring role. I also remember Fun in
the Sun Day. On that day we played outside all day
and had refreshments. There was a huge ball we
would push back and forth by teams. The
Halloween Carnival was a lot of fun, but very
scary. Parents would dress up and jump out at us.

My brother and | could not
believe how small the corridors and chairs were! |
also attended Daniels and Broughton, Wake Forest,
Meredith, and NCSU. | am currently the principal
of Daniels Middle School, which affords me many
opportunities to run into Root and Daniels alum, as
many have students in middle school.
